




What’s Not Covered 
by Our Plans

For the first 12 months following the effective date of
your coverage, Horizon Blue Cross Blue Shield of 
New Jersey will not pay for:

• Conditions for which medical advice, diagnosis, care
or treatment was recommended or received during the
six months before enrollment.

• Conditions for which during the last six months there
were symptoms that would cause a prudent person to
seek medical advice, care or treatment.  

• Pregnancy existing on the effective date of your 
policy. However, complications of pregnancy as
defined in N.J.A.C. 11:1-4.3 are not considered 
pre-existing conditions and are not subject to the 
pre-existing condition limitation. 

Pre-existing condition limitation does not apply to a
newborn child, an adopted child or a child placed in the
household for adoption if the child is enrolled and
required premium payments are made within 31 days 
of birth, adoption or placement for adoption.

This limitation may not apply if you transfer from 
another health insurance plan and there has been no
more than a 31-day lapse in coverage. The limitation
also does not apply to Federally Defined Eligible
Individuals who apply for coverage within 63 days of 
termination of prior coverage. Additional limitations and
exclusions apply.
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
